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Izmir-Batumi Business Forum was held in Sheraton Batumi on may 3, 2012. The forum was
organized by International Investors Association Georgia and Izmir Chamber of Commerce with
the support of Ajara Government, Ministry of Finance and Economy, Department of Tourism
and Ministry of Agriculture. The conference was attended by 90 company representative of
Izmir Chamber of Commerce.
